Addison is in the second grade, and loves school 
and lunch and has Down Syndrome.  With her first 
Amtryke, she had trouble pushing the pedals but 
she is doing great now!  Her father expressed his 
great joy at seeing her, ñ...race around the neigh-
borhood with her friends!ò  Addisonôs therapist, Ann 
Wilson also attended the lunch and told us what a 
tremendous asset the Amtryke was for her.  ñSeven 
year olds should be outside playing [and the 

Amtryke allows her to do that!]  AMBUCS are making a difference!ò 
 
Aria was a micro-preemie at birth and had a twin brother who did not sur-
vive.  Her muscles were very weak and she could not walk on her own.  After time on her first 
Amtryke, Aria got a lot stronger and is now able to take as many as 22 steps without her walker!  Like 
Addison, she also loves school and her favorite classes are music and PE.  Ariaôs mom Nichole says, 
ñShe is very active and you never have to wonder what is on her mind.  She will always tell you!ò 

 
We also received an email from Erin McKinna, the mother of past Amtryke 
recipient, Reimare, who left our area and moved to California.   Erin McKinna 
wrote, ñMy son was a recipient of one of your trikes back in 2016.  We moved 
to California in 2017 and we were able to trade his Amtryke in for a bigger 
model in 2020 with the local chapter.  By riding the Amtryke he became very 
proficient at pedaling and steering.  This past August, he learned how to ride a 
two-wheel bike!  We live in a community where there are bike trails all around 
and he now bikes to school everyday.  His success in cycling is in part due to 
the access he had to an Amtryke and we are forever grateful that we were re-
cipients of one of your trikes!ò (Reimare on his two-wheeled bike!)
